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The Book Discussion Group offers home hospitality to any congregant who cares to read the book and join in, either occasionally, or regularly, once a  month.  It is a welcoming book group fully committed to multicultural in-reach as well as a reading a broad selection of literature.  In keeping with the Church’s aim of Building the  Beloved Community, past selections have included Wild Ginger, by Anchee Min, about China; The Storyteller’s Daughter by Saira Shah, about Afghanistan, and Things Fall Apart, by Chinua Achebe, about Africa. Not all are fiction, however, such as Ever is a Long Time:  a Journey into Mississippi’s Dark Past, by Ralph W Eubanks.  Books are selected about once a year by collecting a list of suggestions and then voting.  The book for the next month and its location is “advertised” in the newsletter, the Sunday bulletin, and in Happenings.   
The Church’s end statement No.7, where seekers find connection, support and spiritual growth in a small group is the purpose of the Group. The number of participants varies between four and 16.  

For the 2005 auction, we hosted an International Dinner, with different dishes evocative of the home regions of the world’s great authors. It was a success, and introduced some new people to the Group. 
The group normally meets on the second Sunday of the month, nine times a year, at 4 pm for two hours.

No one is urged to host, as there are a few people who like to do it.
