Purpose: The Mission of the Denominational Affairs Committee is to publicize and encourage participation by All Souls in denomination-wide activities, programs and events, and to provide a link between the congregation and the denominational organizations.

Our activities directly relate to Ends Statement #5 as it relates to ASC being a leader in the UU movement.
Goals, Activities and Accomplishments
This was the first year of the rekindled Denominational Affairs committee and we worked to develop our mission and goals, define our scope of activity, and raise awareness of denominational events and organizations within the congregation.  Our goals and activities were:

1. To develop and implement a strategy for ASC presence at GA 2006, including delegate recruitment and voting strategies, delegate and congregation briefing on GA issues, and the ASC booth.

· Recruited GA delegates, staffed Pierce Hall informational tables for both GA and JPD for several weeks in the spring, published announcements in All Souls publications. 

· Awarded a $650 scholarship to a young adult member of All Souls to attend GA and serve as a delegate

· We purchased exhibit space in the GA exhibit hall, but the All Souls delegation was unable to staff the booth due to low numbers.  

2. To develop and implement a strategy for ASC presence at JPD annual meeting in April 2006, including the ASC booth and other responsibilities that will be incurred by ASC.

· Sent delegates to the JPD annual meeting. 

3. Throughout the year, to facilitate both targeted and broad communications between ASC and UUA/JPD, and to develop more awareness within ASC of UUA/JPD programs such as UU Service Committee, Chalice Lighters, etc.

· Helped to encourage adult spiritual development courses focused on study action issues and statements of conscience 
· Held a GA debriefing meeting in Fall 2006 
· Began planning for a Chalice Lighters membership drive for Spring 2007 (Chalice Lighters Sunday will be on April 29, and the campaign will run throughout the month of April)

· Held a presentation on the activities of the Baltimore-Washington Growth committee

· Began planning for a celebration of fifty years of Baltimore-Washington growth, to take place in Fall 2007
