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The ushers are among the first people congregants see when they enter the Church on Sunday morning.  It is the ushers' job to make people feel welcome, to see that they have an order of service, and to help them get seated if it is crowded.  The ushers help set the tone for the service, preserving the silence during the prayer sequence, and helping people with questions. In all, ushers contribute to making the Sunday service a diverse, spirit-growing, experience.

 

The ushers work in teams, each person serving one Sunday a month, with seven people required for each Sunday, and they like to recruit a few more to help with the offering only.  There are about 35 regular ushers.  They are always looking for new recruits to substitute for people who have to be absent, and to prepare for two services next fall.

 

Ushers are called upon for several other events, memorial services and concerts, although these events need only four or five ushers.
