	The Columbia Heights Youth Club is an integrated year round, after school learning and recreation program for children.  The Club remained open for longer hours during the summer at the request of the City in order to help curb local youth violence.

•We had a very successful summer, we enrolled 236 youth (174 summer campers, 38 summer youth workers, 12 junior interns – (high school seniors); and 12 senior interns – (college students).
• This year the Columbia Heights Youth became one of only two local youth organizations to obtain Out of School Time Accreditation for youth programs.
•  CHYC is negotiating with the DC Dept. of Parks & Recreation to provide programming for the new recreation center being built on 15th and Girard.  A Jan./Feb. move is expected.
