All Souls Lunch

In 2006, lunches were prepared by a volunteer team of chefs: Lorie Allion, Buddy Adams, Ken Cousins, Forest Fisher, and Wendy Carter.  Lorie Allion coordinated chef responsibilities.  Lunch volunteers (prep support, servers and clean-up crew) were coordinated by Kim Vitelli, Matt Cohen and Jessica Roach.  In the first half of 2006, we had a roster of roughly 70 “regular” lunch volunteers and 20 “zero-trash” volunteers, roughly 25 of whom volunteered for a regular monthly Sunday.  In the first half of 2006, All Souls paid Eugene Toon weekly for assisting with preparation and cleanup.  In the second half of 2006, we also paid David Lindsey for this assistance several times, though not as consistently as Eugene.
We served lunches on 20 Sundays between January and June 2006, no lunches were served when church was cancelled due to snow, during the ASC picnic, and when Silver Souls served their Easter lunch.  No lunches were served over the summer.

Between August and the end of the year, lunch was served on 11 Sundays.  No lunches were served on Generosity Sunday, during the Thanksgiving collection, on Thanksgiving, Christmas or New Year’s weekends, or when Silver Souls will serve their Holiday lunch in December.  

In the first half of 2006, two Sundays a month were designated as Zero Trash, meaning that paper plates and napkins, and plastic utensils and cups were not used.  Zero-trash volunteers washed dishes and coordinated the washing of cloth napkins.

In August, lunch volunteer coordinators decided to make every Sunday a “Zero Trash” Sunday.  This required an increase in the number of volunteers from 9-11 each Sunday to 15 volunteers each Sunday.  

We combined the “regular” volunteer list and the Zero Trash volunteer list and recruited to increase the number of volunteers.  Since that time, there have been around 50 volunteers signed up for a monthly slot for prep support, serving, or clean-up, as well as a list of about 60 names that we occasionally call upon to fill holes.
