ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE BOOK DISCUSSION GROUP

CALENDAR YEAR 2007

The Book Discussion Group offers home hospitality to any congregant who cares to read the book and join in, either occasionally, or regularly- once a month.  It is a welcoming group fully committed to multicultural in-reach as well as reading a broad selection of literature.  In keeping with the Church’s aim of Building the Beloved Community, the selections for 2007 included four books by African American authors, including Another Country, by James Baldwin, and Democracy Matters, by Cornell West.  This year, only one book was about another country – The Master and Margarita by Mikhail Bulgakov (Russia).

 Books are chosen by vote.  In October, those present nominated books for the coming year.  In November, those present voted on eight books, which constitute the list for 2008.  (The list for 2008 is available in the Volunteers’ Room mailbox, under Book Grp.)  
The meeting time has been changed to just after the All Souls lunch, and the place is within walking distance of the Church.  Gretchen and Roy Goodrich have graciously offered their apartment for the meeting.  With exceptions for certain holidays, the group met the second Sunday of the month about 1:30 pm. The book, the time, and location are “advertised” in the newsletter, Happenings, and in the Sunday weekly.  We do not meet in December, July or August, and in January we have a movie.
The Church’s end statement No. 7, where seekers find connection, support and spiritual growth in a small group is the purpose of the Group.
