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Annual Report to the Congregation for the Year 2007
Background.     The A. Powell Davies Memorial Committee of All Souls Church was created in the fall of 1993 to assist the Board of Trustees in its handling of the Davies Memorial fund, trusteeship of which was transferred to the Church in 1992 by the original national A. Powell Davies Memorial Committee.   The Fund had been established with nationwide support in 1957, following Dr. Davies’ death, as a vehicle for “a living, continuing perpetuation of his beliefs through the written and spoken word and support for the institutions and activities in which he deeply believed.”  The All Souls Davies Committee recommends to the Board and carries out projects financed by the Fund in accordance with guidelines spelled out in the Committee’s Terms of Reference, which were agreed to by the Board and the national Committee as a basis for transfer of the Fund to the Church.

Resources Used  Annual budget is 5% interest on endowment as of 6/30 less 10%.  This amounts to about 4000-5000.  Members typically meet 4-5 times a year for two hours.  Staff support this year evolved to Rev. Louise Green.  [see Hiroshima Drawings section below]
Liaison with Hiroshima Children’s Drawings Task Force  In 1947 Dr. Davies efforts sparked an exchange of school supplies to children who survived the Hiroshima  Atom Bomb. Subsequently Japanese children sent pictures as a gift to the children of ASC.  A group out of the Davies Committee  has worked to conserve the pictures and to plan for sharing the pictures.  This group has met many times this year working to develop a plan for thepreserving and utilizing the drawings as a peace initiative.  The Task Force has moved to a specific social justice committee with Rev. Louise Green as liaison.


                                Activities During 2007

1.Members of the Committee have attended 5-6 membership Orientation meetings to provide brief comments about Dr. Davies and his work as well as presenting copies of Language of the Heart, the Davies biography, and copies of a list of Davies publications to prospective members.

2.  Contributions were made to support the Martin Luther King Event in January and the Jubilee Singers– 30th Anniversary Concert.

3.  Work has proceeded on the apowelldavies.org website.  Addition of a legacy section referring to the Hiroshima Children’s Drawings has been made.
4.  An important development has been a focus on the Hiroshima Children’s Drwings (see above)  as a legacy of Dr. Davies work.
