ANNUAL REPORT FOR USHERS

CALENDAR YEAR 2007

The ushers’ coordinator is Nancy Simon Whittsimon@aol.com; co coordinator is Ralph Belton.  Head ushers for a particular service are Tom Fox, Stacy Jarboe, and Sterling Lloyd.

There are about 60 ushers; each serving one Sunday a month, either at 9:15 or at 11:15. Some do two services, on different days.  Seven ushers are needed for each service, which makes over 1000 volunteer hours per year.
Our “bosses” are the ministers.  Together with the minister officiating that day, the ushers on duty are the first people a congregant sees when they come to the Sunday service.  It is the ushers’ job to make people feel welcome, make sure they have an order of service, and help them get seated when it is crowded.  The ushers help set the tone for the service, preserving the silence during the prayer sequence, and helping people if they have questions.  Ushers also serve at memorial services and concerts.
We recruited new ushers for the doubling of the number of people required with the move to two services.  New members have stepped up to the plate, and other people have taken on two services.  We still need a few more ushers, particularly for the 9:15 service, throughout the month.
